The Mortar Mixer 9 CuFt is an equipment that was projected to heavy tasks regarding civil construction.
It is composed by a drum with the mixture capacity of up to 7 CuFt. The responsible for the drum's moving is the motor (electrical/combustion), that is
activated by a pulleys system — motor and moved — with “V” belts and gears. The unloading system is manual.

Greasing the Wheel Hubs

1- Using the plier for dust cap and the hammer, remove the dust cap from
the wheel hub.

Note: If you do not have the plier, you can use a flathead screwdriver.

2- With the dust cap removed, check the grease on the wheel hub, they find
the grease fitting.

3- Using the grease gun, attach the tip to the grease, and then start pumping
grease into the wheel hub until it looks like the picture below.

4- Using the rubber mallet (dead blow hammer), close the wheel hub with
the dust cap.

Note: Pay attention to the parts without grease.
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Note: If you want, you can use Loctite 271, in order to not let the dust cap
fall of the wheel hub, but you will have to clean the borders of the dust cap
to make it more efficient.




Maintenance

Defects not covered
in this warranty include: overloading due to lack of or excessive phase, use
of voltage outside that specified, broken or crushed casing due to
negligence during transporting /or storage, coupling or energizing outside
specifications and general defects from improper use and/or incorrect
installation.
