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Greasing the Wheel Hubs
1- Using the plier for dust cap and the hammer, remove the dust cap from 
the wheel hub.

2- With the dust cap removed, check the grease on the wheel hub, they find 
the grease fitting.

3- Using the grease gun, attach the tip to the grease, and then start pumping 
grease into the wheel hub until it looks like the picture below.

Note: If you do not have the plier, you can use a flathead screwdriver.�

Note: Pay attention to the parts without grease. Note: If you want, you can use Loctite 271, in order to not let the dust cap 
fall of the wheel hub, but you will have to clean the borders of the dust cap 
to make it more efficient.

4- Using the rubber mallet (dead blow hammer), close the wheel hub with 
the dust cap.

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• To replace the metal drum with the poly drum, the drum and the gear 
segments of the concrete mixer must be removed.

1. Assemble the poly drum mounting structure (spider) on the steel yoke of 
the concrete mixer, as shown in the images below.
2. Tighten the central bolt (torque of 600Nm).

3. Assemble the rack segments. Adjust the rack so that the distance between 
the rack and the pinion tooth is Ø5mm.

4. Fit the drum into the concrete mixer.
5. Center the drum relative to the 'spider' structure.
6. Drill the structure perpendicularly with a Ø10mm drill bit.
After the first hole, insert a French screw to serve as a guide and position the 
drum relative to the structure.

7. Drill the opposite side of the structure relative to the first screw, ensuring 
that the drum is once again centered. Then, drill the holes for the remaining 
screws, following the same alternating procedure to maintain the drum’s 
centralization relative to the structure.

9. Position the upper fastening base of the blade near the drum’s nozzle, 
using the external marking on the drum as a reference to drill the hole.
10. Drill through the upper base of the blade, from the inside to the outside. 
Install the remaining blades according to the previous instructions.

• Remove the damaged rack gear screws (07), and replace them according to assembly recommendations;
• Use two Ø 5 mm pins (C) to adjust the gap between teeth, necessary for the perfect running of the pinion and rack gear;
• Adjust the alignment between the rack gear and pinion by reference face “A”, (07) (42) compensating the difference with flat washers.

At the time of delivery of the 
equipment, the customer must be provided with the information and 
technical orientations according to the contents of this manual.

Not, however, included in this warranty are defects arising from improper 
use, negligence, imprudence or malpractice, nor are repairs or alterations 
to any part and/or component of the equipment. Also not included are: the 
assembly of any sets of parts by technicians not from the Factory itself or 
from an Authorized Technical Assistant, application other than which it was 
specified, mechanical or electrical overloading as well as lack of phase, use 
in environments for which it was not designed, incorrect voltages and 
frequencies, incorrect lubrication, damage caused by accidents of any 
nature, such as floods, gales, fire, landslides or due to transportation. 

Removal or any alteration to the series numbers originally placed on the 
product will render the warranty null, where the Sales invoice and Warran-
ty Certificate must be presented in relation to the equipment in question.

This warranty is limited to the repair, replacement of parts or assembly of 
parts in which, through examination by a Menegotti Authorized Technical 
Assistant with prior authorization from the Factory, any manufacturing 
defect will be verified. This repair or replacement will be performed by the 
authorized Technical Assistant, where the purchaser will be responsible for 
risks and expenses arising from transport to and from the authorized 
Technical Assistant, and where labor and parts will not be charged 
according to the terms of this warranty.

This warranty replaces any other warranty, implicit or explicit, as well as all 
any obligation or responsibility on the part of our company in relation to 
the above mentioned product.

Product Warranty
By the present CERTIFICATE provided from original purchaser, Menegotti 
guarantees this product against manufacturing defects, for a period of 12 
(twelve) months, counted from the invoice issue date of the first final 
consumer. This equipment's warranty does not include components worn 
out by use, such as: bearings, steel cable, electrical plugs, gears and engine 
breaking.

This warranty includes the replacement of parts and repairs due to 
manufacturing defects duly noted by the factory or Authorized Technical 
Assistant. This warranty will be rendered null and void in the case of 
damages arising from accidents, acts of nature, application other than 
which it was designed, connection to improper electrical supply or 
subjected to extensive power fluctuations, or, if opened by persons or 
workshopsnot authorized by Menegotti.

The consumer will be responsible for freight expenses for transporting the 
product to the technical assistant or factory. The equipment includes and 
electric motor and this warranty covers internal defects in the motor 
originating from its manufacture. Defects not covered in this warranty 
include: overloading due to lack of or excessive phase, use of voltage 
outside that specified, broken or crushed casing due to negligence during 
transporting /or storage, coupling or energizing outside specifications and 
general defects from improper use and/or incorrect installation.
